We have planned an enjoyable vacation for you. Besides the V-8 fellowship that you've come to
enjoy with the Early Ford V-8 Club, we know you will relax and welcome the activities and events
we have planned. An excellent supervised children's program called Club CRAGUN'S is available
(at additional cost) to make this a truly great V-8 family vacation. (Please see accompanying

Included in the CRAGUN'S package are 4 nights lodging and 9 wonderful meals (breakfast and
dinner), including the Welcome Dinner and Banquet Luncheon. The room and meal package starts
at $499 per person, double occupancy. Single rooms are $808. These prices include service
charges and tax. And we can't believe that these are the same prices as the 2000 Central Na-
tional. Children over 12 are charged $16 per night plus tax with meals extra. (Please note: when
you register at CRAGUN'S, they will charge you a $125 per person deposit to hold your reserva-
tion ($250 per double occupancy). (That deposit will be a credit on your final bill.) If you plan
to attend as a single and would share a room, the ROOMMATE double occupancy rate may be
worth checking out. Two persons can take advantage of the double occupancy rate.

The Meet will officially start on Sunday July 12th, but don't let that stop you from coming early,
CRAGUN'S has made special arrangements for those who would like to come a day early or stay a
day late. Early Friday and Saturday rates are $219 and stay over Thursday hight rate is $159.

CRAGUN'S offers everything for a Great V-8 Northwoods Getaway vacation. Whether it is
golf (a par 3 course round is included), tennis, boating, fishing, swimming, or just relaxing along
the one mile of prime shoreline, it will be available.

There cannot be any motor home
overnight sleeping on CRAGUN'S property, so motor home hookups are available a short drive
away at the U.S. Army Corp of Engineers Campgrounds.

If you choose to stay in your motor home, a meal package of $253 per person is available so
that you can join in the dining fellowship. The meal package includes 9 meals, including Wel-
come Dinner and Banquet Luncheon, daily service fee and tax.

Meet Registration will open on Sunday at 1 p.m. Room check-in will start at 4 p.m. While wait-
ing for room check-in, we invite you to get tfo know CRAGUN'S surroundings. At 5 p.m. we will
have a Welcome Wine and Cheese Reception prior to the Welcome Dinner. After dinner, we
hope you have signed up for the pontoon rides on Gull Lake, a great opportunity to view CRA-
GUN's from the water. Your pontoon pilot may even be someone you know.

The usual events that have become National Meet traditions will happen — car clean-up, opera-
tional check, swap meet, and a grass concourse. The swap meet will be under shade trees on a
grass area, ideal for negotiating. The Concourse will be held at the same location as we used in
2000. Maybe the Stinson Biplane will return. Lunch will be available to purchase from the
Brainerd Lakes Lion's Club on the Concourse.

We will also adjust a few of the standard events. Our Wine and Cheese Welcome Reception
will be held overlooking beautiful Gull Lake. The Non-Concourse Activity
will be a light luncheon, followed by a short motor coach ride to the won-
derful town of Nisswa, for shopping and strolling. Nisswa has over 50
specialty shops. Don't forget about our outdoor Barbeque dinner, out- Wi
side by the lakeshore. And when was the last time you had a marshmal- [
low, chocolate, graham cracker s'more around a campfire? Well, plan on |#&
it. We may even throw in a few rousing campfire songs for good meas-
ure.
